An ACT to provide more effectually for the fet-
tlement of the Accounts between the United
States and the individual States.

PE i grated by e St and Hosf of Reprefintatosofthe Ut

ed Stae of Anerca i ongrefs aftded, That a board, tocone
4% of three commiMioners be, and hereby is efablithed to fettle
the acconnts between Lhe United States snd theindividual States,
and the determination of 2 majority of the faid commufTioners on
the clamg’ fubmutted to them, Mall be final and conclufive, and
they fhall have pawer 1o employ fchnumber ofelerksasthey may
find neceffary.

Andbe 1t further enalfed, That the fad commiffioners fhall re.
fpe@nely 1ake an oath or affirmation befove the chief jultice of
J’.u United States, or ane of the affocrate or diftriét mdges, that
they will faubfully and ampartially execute the dunes of their of-
Sice.  And they fall each of them be entitled to recene at the
7ate of two thoufand two bundred and fifty dallars per annum,
payable quarter yearly at the treafury of the United States for
Sheur refpeébi e fervices,

And be 1t further enaffed, That it fhall be the duty of the faid
commilfioners to recewne and examme all claims which (all be
exhibited to them before the Arlk day of July, ane thoufand feven
hundred and ninety one, and to deterrine on all fuch as have ac.
crued for the gencral ar parhicular defence during the war, and
on the evidence thereof, according to the principles of gineral
equity (alihough fuch claims may wat be fanlioned by the te.
fglvu of Congrefs, or fupported by regular vouchers) fo as to pro-
wvide for the final fettlement of all accounts between the Unmited
States and the flates individually s but no evidenee of a clam
heretofore admitted by a commiflioner of the United States far
any flaie or diftriét, fhall be fubjeft ta fuch exammation, nor fhall
Jhe claim of any citizen be admicced as a charge agaialt the Unite
ed States in the account of any flate unlefs the fame was allowed
by fuch flate before the twenty fourth day of Septcmber, ane
thoufand fevea huadred and eighty eight, .

Aud be at further enafled, That it "all be the duty of the faid
commaTioders to examine and liquidate to fpecic value on princi-
glc- of equity, the credity and debits of the flates already onthe

00ks of the treafury for bills of credit fubfequent ta the eighe
1centh of March, one thoufand feven hundred and eighty,

Andbs 1t further nafled, That the commfFioners l{all debit
vach flate with bll sdvances sliich have been, or may be mada to
3t by the United States, and with the interelt thereon to the Ll
day ofthe year one thoufand {even hundred and eighty nine, and
fhallcredit each fate for s difb and adyances on the
principles contamed in the third feétion of this aft, with mterclt
to the day afore(nid, and having flruck the balance*ducto each
tate, thall fiud the 2ggregate of all the balances, which aggregate
#hall be apportioned between the flates agreeably to the rule hereo
1a afler given, and the diference between fuch appostionments,
and the refpeétive balances (hll be carried 1n 2 new account to the
~debit or credit of the States refpe@uvely, as the cafe may be,

Aad be 1t further voafled, That the rule for apportioning to the
ates the aggregate of the halaaces firf abaye mentioned, fhall be
the fame thatas preferibed by the canfbitution oftheUsuted S ates,
for the apporlionment of reprefentation and direét taxes, and ac.
culdlni{ﬂ the firl enumeration which fhail be made.

dnd be it further enafled, That the ftatcs who fhall have balances
placed to thewr credit on the books of the treafugy of the Unated
States, Mall within twelve months after the fame fhall have been
o eredited, be entitled to have the fame funded upon the fame
terms withthe other part ol the domefic debt of the United Statea;
but the balauces fo credited to any flate Thall not be: transferable,

And be 1 further enafled, Thatthe clerks employed by the fad
commiffianers, thall secelve bke falanics a8 clesks employed 10
the treafury department,

dnd be 1f furtber enalted, That the powers of the faid commlfi.
aasrs, fhal continue uauil the firll day of July, one thoufund fen
ven hundred and nunety two, untefithe bufinefs thell be fooner
accomphifhed.
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
