2. SUMMARY: IN MEETINGS WITH RWANDAN PRESIDENT AND
PATRIOTIC FRONT LEADERSHIP, DAS BUSHNELL URGED SPEEDY
- INSTALLATION OF TRANSITION REGIME, NOTED U.S.
CONSTERNATION OVER INCREASED VIOLENCE IN RWANDA AND
COST TO RWANDAN PECPLE OF EACH DELAY IN FORMING A
GOVERNMENT. SHE RECEIVED ASSURANCES OF GOOD FAITH
AND INTENTION TO MOVE AHEAD FROM ROTH SIDES. THE
PRESIDENT WAS CONCERKED ABOUT THE EVENTUAL SUCCESS -OF
THE TRANSITION, GIVEN THE LEVELS OF DISTRUST NOW IN

3. PRESIDENT HABYARIMANA RECEIVED DAS BUSHNELL AND

AF/C DIRECTOR RENDER 3/21 FOR AN HOUR-LONG DISCUSSION

OF RWANDA’S POLITICAL IMPASSE. MS. BUSHNELL TOLD THE

PRESIDENT THAT SHE HAD TRAVELLED A LONG WAY TO BRING

HIM WASHINGTON’S PERSPECTIVE ON THE SITUATION..
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RWANDA WAS IN AN HISTORIC TRANSITION, ONE WHICH ' o
HISTORIANS WOULD RECORD AS BEING GLORIOUS OR

IGNOMINIOUS AND TRAGIC. THE PRESIDENT’'S NAME WOULD

HEAD THAT CHAPTER OF HISTORY. THE UNITED STATES AND

THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY HAD DONE EVERYTHING IT

COULD TO HELP RWANDA PASS THROUGH THIS TRANSITION

GLORIOUSLY, BUT WE HAD NOT SEEN THE SAME COMMITMENT

FROM RWANDAN LEADERS.

4. THE SECURITY COUNCIL MEETING WHICH WOULD DECIDE
WHETHER TO CONTINUE PEACEKEEPING EFFORTS IN RWANDA
WAS COMING UP FAST, BUSHNELL REMINDED THE PRESIDENT.
NEXT WEEK SHE WOULD MEET WITH THE INTERAGENCY GROUP
THAT WOULD DECIDE THE U.S. POSITION AT THE SECURITY
COUNCIL. LAST SUMMER SHE HAD TO WORK VERY HARD TO
CONVINCE SKEPTICS THAT PEACEKEEPING COULD WORK IN
RWANDA. NOW SHE HAD ABSOLUTELY NOTHING TO BRING TO
THE TABLE TO OVERRIDE SUCH SKEPTICISM. SHE HAD TO
BRING BACK FROM THIS TRIP GOOD NEWS ABOUT THE -
INSTALLATION OF TRANSITION INSTITUTIONS OR RWANDA'S
CASE COULD NOT BE SUSTAINED.

5. DAS BUSHNELL TOLD THE PRESIDENT THAT RWANDA WAS

LOSING FUNDING WITH EACH DAY OF DELAY IN ESTABLISHING
ITS GOVERNMENT. SHE HAD RECENTLY HAD TO DIVERT USD 2
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MILLION FROM RWANDAN DEMOBILIZATION FUNDING TO
ANOTHER COUNTRY BECAUSE THERE WAS NO GOVERNMENT AND
_'NO PROGRAM TO WHICH IT COULD BE ALLOCATED. SHE
NEEDED AN ENCOURAGING WORD TO TAKE BACK TO WASHINGTON
FROM RWANDA IN ORDER TO SAVE U.S. ASSISTANCE
PROGRAMMING FOR RWANDA'S. RECONSTRUCTION. SHE HOPED
. CONFIDENTIAL ‘
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THAT ENCOURAGING WORD WQULD COME FAST.

6. THE PRESIDENT IN RESPONSE SAID THAT HE HOPED TO
PUT THE INSTITUTIONS IN PLACE SOON. WHAT WORRIED HIM
MORE WAS NOT WHETHER INSTITUTIONS WOULD BE
ESTABRLISHED BUT WHETHER THE TRANSITION WOULD

SUCCEED. HE WAS GREATLY DISQUIETED BY THE LACK OF
CONFIDENCE, LACK OF RESPECT, AND LACK OF GOOD FAITH
IN THE CURRENT POLITICAL ATMOSPHERE. HE HOPED THE
UNITED STATES COULD HELP SUPPORT RECONCILIATION
WITHIN THE TRANSITION PERIOD JUST AS WE HAD HELPED
WITH THE WAR DISPLACED AND WITH STRENGTHENING
DEMOCRATIC INSTITUTIONS HE HAS SUPPORTED THE ARUSHA
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
