The Arms Control and Disarmament Agency {ACDA)
is the principal agency within thie Federa] government for arms contral matters, ACDA, in
coordination with the DoD, DCI, State, DoE, and other appropriste Federal ngenc:es, wili
identify arms eantrol issues and spponunities related to space activitics and examine
gonsepts for measures that support national security objectivar.
