Further, I wish we had better information about the 
enemies so we could design a better approach. 

I don't feel I have good data on the people we have been capturing and 
interrogating in either countIy. I don't feel I am getting information from the 
interrogations that should be enabling us as to the answer to the questions I've 
posed. 

What do we do about it? We need more visibility.
