It is with considerable relief that I attach the transcripts of the final
meetings with the Chinese. At Tab A is the Saturday evening session
_ “with Chou. At Tab B is the narrative of the midnight and Sunday morning
T communique drafting sessions with Huang and Wang. At Tab C is the
‘ wrap-up meeting with Chou on Sunday morning, These were put together
by Holdridge, Smyser and myself.

Following are various points of interest;
-~ Xinal Session (Tab C). The record clearly shows how easily

details were pinned down in the final meeting once the minuet
» - of communique drafting was successfully executed.

-~ Bruce. You and Chou consistently referred to an interim visit
by Bruce or yourself, and there was never any discussion of
Bruce and Kissinger going to Peking.

-~ Peking Summit. Itis very clear that no preconditions were set
for the Peking Summit, with Chou's position being that the
President! s visit should "accelerate" the new directions of policy.
He agreed that the agenda could cover roughly the same topics
that you and he discussed. There is also a clear record in the
communique drafting that the agenda will be broad. You also
mentioned the possibility of signing a mutual renunciation of
force agreement during the President's visit, to which Chou
was somewhat cool (page 8, at Tab C).

-~ Moscow Summit. You once again foreshadowed this possibility
(page 3, at Tab C) and said that it could happen within the next
six months if Berlin or SALT developments warrant it.
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-~ Japan. Once more, Chou's extraordinary preoccupation with

Japanesc militarism shines through. (Incidentally, note his
statement on page 14 of Tab C that "the Emperor of Japan is
the basis of this system that maintains the militarism of
Japan. ') Also, it seems quite clear that the Chinese want to
do something about Korea, a note which Chou sounded again
when he specially brought up this subject after dinner with
Reston.

Iin Piao. It is perhaps meaningful that while Chou consistently
referred fo Chairman Mao, the only time he mentioned Lin Piao
that I can recall was in acknowledging the gift you gave him as .
well as Chou and Mao. Even at that point (page 6 at Tab C),
Chou immediately went on to say that he and Mao sent their
regards to the President, and did not mention Lin Piao in this
respect. '

South Asia. Chou's final words {page 17 of Tab C) were his
request for you to tell "President Yahya Khan that if India
commits aggression, we will support Pakistan. "

RECOMMENDATION:

That you approve the transcripts at Tabs A, B, and C.

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Dr. Kissinger: Let's say 1:00, and then we will have flexibility.

PM Chou: You will take off then at 1:00.

Dr, Kissinger: If that's agreeable.

PM Chou: That doesn't mean you will leave here at that time.

Dr. Kissinger: About 12:30 p.m.

PM Chou: 12:20 would be safer.

Dr. Kissinger: You are our host, and you should decide.

PM Chou: Then there is a third question, that of the tape-recording. We
discussed this before, but there is now no need for a tape- recording since
we fully exchanged our views today and will tomorrow, and there is no need.
I'm very sorry to keep you up.

Dr. Kissinger: Not at all. I enjoyed the opportunity to take a walk outside.
I was resting until 10:00p.m. anyway.

PM Chou: I had to make you gentlemen get up from bed.

‘Dr. Kissinger: It's good for the members of my staff to see someone who
works even longer hours than I do.

PM Chou: That's all the more reason to ask them to work harder when you
get back to the U. 5.

Dr. Kissinger: While we are talking -- if you have no other points -- 1
thought I might elaborate on two or three things if you are interested.

Mr. Prirme Minister, as my first point, you mentioned the necessity of
keeping troops to protect yourselves against an invasion from Taiwan.

PM Chou: That's right.

Dr. Kissinger: It is the policy of this Administration to give no support
what soever to any nationalist attempt to invade the People's Republic of
China from Taiwan, and without our support they are technically unable to
invade the mainland.

* PM Chou: That's right. It's not possible for them to send troops en masse.
Generally speaking, Chiang Kai-shek is able o control his armed [orces,
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
