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5. (C) 80 FAR THE GOVERNMENT HAS ONLY SUSPENDED
MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS "IN A FEW ISOLATED MUNICIPALITIES,
BUT NOT FOR SECURITY REASONS. HOWEVER, OFFICIAL SOURCES
PRIVATELY HAVE ADMITTED THAT SECURITY IN OUTLYING AREAS
CANNOT BE GUARANTEED FOR THE ELECTIONS. A GOVERNMENT
SOURCE CONCEDED THAT OFFICIAL MEASURES ARE HAVING LITTLE
SUCCESS IN ARRESTING GUERRILLA VIOLENCE. HE THEN CITED
CAQUETA DEPARTMENT, WITH ITS NEWLY APPOINTED MILITARY
