time, the Department of State uselgned §5,000.00 as a
mupplefentary sum to be used for gontingencies and Wash-
ington expenses in conneotlon with the Colloquium,

At & meeting of the Collogulum comalttes in
washington on May %, 1953, at which ¥r. Roy P. Basler
rapresentsd the Librapy of Jongress and at whlch gera
present the following members of the Departument o
Htate - Mesars. Damon, (leland, Wright, Sangsy, Vare,
0*Boyls and Mlge Dudgeon - 11 wns agreed that the extra
gum of 5,000,060 could be drsewn upon in order to uske 1t
poBsible to send oversesas on Solloquiuvm busliness Pro-
fassors Hittd and PThomss of Princeton., Accordingly,
the budget of the Colloaulum has been revised accordlng
to bthe estimates attached., As these estimstes dafinltely
envisage using the 485,000, set aslde by the Department to
aupplement the origlnal grant of J20,000,00 to Princeton,
1 am writing this latter to ask that formal conflvaatlon
of this arpangement should be made, Flease, therefors,
ask the proper authorlity of the Department of Btate to
sign o statement suthorizing me, as Director of the Gole
loequius, to use the supplementary sum of §5,000,00 in
addition to the $20,000,00 granted to Pringeton. The
