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To answer these questions, the USIS section of the

bassy has conducted a questionnaire survey of a sampling

of its mailing list. In mid-April, following the malling of
14,000 copies of the Arabic version of the Department's
pamphlet "Where Are They Now?', 972 questionnaires (Enclo-
sure 1) were sent to names selected at random from the total
list. At the beginning of July, the questionnaires are still
being returned at the rate of one or two a week., Out of the
972 sent out, 365 or 38 per cent have been returned to date,
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The answers returned are tabulated in Enclosure 2, In
brief, they demonstrate that of the 204 who actually received
the pamphlet, 89 per cent read it all and 50 per cent either
passed it on or placed it in a public place for others to
read. The average readership indicated by the returned

. pamphlets was 8 persons per copy. If one assumes that 300

| pamphlets out of every thousand sent out were received and
read (a low estimate) and that one may project the readership

of 8 persons per copy throughout the mailing list, this meams

a readership of at le ast 41,600 for this pamphlet. 8Since

some wWere placed in public places where the total readsrship

could not be estimated and since it may be assumed that many

received and read the pawphlet who did not answer the Qquestion-

naire, the actual readership can safely be placed at-well

above this figure.

indications of changes of mind,

USIS is still experimenting to debermine the types of evalua-
tion surveys which are bosgible in Iraq., Because of the sensitive
nature of the general situation in the country, surveys which
approach people directly have been avolded, Likewlse, the ques-
tilonnaire was drarted to be as simple ag possible; requests for
identifying information were avoided lest it discourage People

The pamphlet was sent out wlthout UsIsg attribution, The queg-
tionnaire identified USIS with the bamphlet, bubt it wag felt that
the value of the survey. outweighed the disadvantages of assoclating
USIS with the pamphlet, -

The survey; by revealing the large number of People who diga
not receive the pamphlet, enabled USIS %o revise ity mailing yro-
cedures to Iincrease the bercentage of pamphlets delivered in +the
fubure, The Assistant Publie Affalrs Officer, Mr, Frank Magliozzi,
has, as a result, established excellent cooperation with the Post
Office Department in Iraq, and receives every’ asslstance from the
Dirsctor-Ceneral. At least one postman who was found not o be
delivering UsIs pamphle ts was discharged, Another, digcharged ag
8 communist, was discovered o have kept ubidelivered batches of
USIS pamphlets in hig home,

Future surveys of this kind are blammed, after the summer .
Mass mailings during the summer ape of doubtful value bescause so
many in the USIS target groups arve away from their homes, The
suggestions of the Department on questions to ask and techniques
for fubure surveys of this kind will be appreciated,

It is felt that public release of the fact thig SUrvey was
conducted in Irag might jeopardize future surveys of' thias king,
This despateh has, therefore, been classified as Resbricted,

If the Department wishoes to publish the results, however, as m
indication of the effectiveness of the ramphlet program, they may.
