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SUMMARY

The most general consequence would be substantial damage to
the US and Western position in the Arsb world. However much the
US expressed disapproval of Israel's Jaéhievement, it would be
difficult to avoid an increased tendency for the politiecal con-
frontation in the Middle East to take the form of the Bloec snd
the Arabs against Isroel and its friends in the Wes{:.

* For purposes of this Memorandum, Israeli "acquisition of & nuclear
capabllity" may mean either (8) Israeli detonation of & nuclear
device, with or without the possesslon of actual muclear weapons,
or (b) an announcement by Isreel that it possessed nuclear
weapons even though i1t had not detonated a nuclear device.

(It is conceivable that Israel might manufacture & weapon
according to acquired designs, without testing, through its
8ccess to nuclear technology in the international sclentific
community and possibly its specisl relationship with the French. )
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Tmplicaetions for Isreell Poliey

1. Even though Israsl glready enjoys & clear militery
superiority over its Areb sdversaries, singly or conblined, acquisi-
tiox} of & puclear copobility would greatly enhonce Isracl's sense of
security. In this circumstance, some Israells might be inclined to
edopt a moderete and conciliatory posture in order to sllesy as far
es possible the world-wide concern arislng from the further pro-
11feration of nuclenr weopons, A few might even hope to reach a
settlement of the long controversy with the Arabs, by negotlating
nagnenimously from their new position of strength.

2, We believe it mush more 1likely, however, that Israel's
policy towerd its nelghbors would become more rather than less
tough. This is not to sey that Iercel would forbhwilth make war
on the Arsbs; we think this extremely unlikely. It would, however,r
seek to exploit the psychological advantages of its nuclear cepa-
bility to intimidate the Arcbs and to prevent them from meking
trouble on the frontiers. It would probsbly fecl fLreex than it
does now to teke vigorous retaliatory action against border
horassments when they did occur. And 1t would probsbly moke
propegenda underlining the impotence of the principal Areb

goverments in the face of Isreell power, end would thereby seek
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to compound Arab frustrations and to promote dtsunity in the
Arsb woria,

3. In dealing with the US, Israel would make the most of
the almost inevitable Arab tendency to look to the Bloc for
asslstance against the added Israeli threat, arguing that in
terms of both strength and reliability Israel clearly was the
only worthwhile frieng of the US in the ares. It would use a1l
the means at itg command to persuade the US to acquiesce in,
and even to Bupport, . its possession of mclear capability,

Israel could be expected to use the argument that thig rosseg-
slon entitled it to rarticipate in al1 internationa] negotiations

respecting nuclear questions and disarmament,

Reaction of th_e Arabg

L. Arab resction to the revelation of an Israeli nuclear
capability would ‘be one of profound dismey and frustration,
Responsible Arsb leaders might appreciate the political factors
that would work against actual Israeli use of 1ts nuclear weapons ’
but such considerations would not greatly impress even the more
sophisticated, and in most eirecles would mesn nothing at all,

There would probably be & period of highly emotional, outbursts -=
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of inflammatory speeches end writings, local disturbances, riots
and acts of violence directed against the real or presumed
friends and accessories of Israel, and attempts to bring about
some sort of international action tending to redress the situa-
tion. The Arabs are united in thelr hatred of Israel, and would
share a common fear of any Israeli nuclear capability, We do not
believe, however, thet they would prove able to act in any more

uniflied or coordinated fashion than in the past.

5. Among the principal targets of Areb resentment would

be the US. At present many Arab governments consider the US
as the one power which could, if it chose, prevent the develop-
went of an Israell muclesr capability; this consideration probably
Tlays some part in forming Arab attitudes and poliecies toward the

notlonalist doctrines would be strengthened, US influcnee with

-the Aragbs, 1imited at best, would be drastically reduced,

6. It is possible » though we do not think 1t very likely,
that Arab resentment ageinst the US would lead to the confiscation
of important US properties in the ared, or to their destruction
by local acts of violence. Arab leaders would provably be
against such acts for economic reasone, and would probably be
eble to prevent them. Tt might be, however, that the intensity
of public demand for scme considerable retaliatory action would
be so great that the leaders could not overrule it. Many Arabs
vould not stop to inquire whether theppportunities for retalis-

tlon which presented themselves were likely to be profitable.

To Yet with all this outery the Arabs would be basically
frustrated, No really satisfactory course of action would 'be'
open to them to counter the Tsraeli achievement. Nasser might be -
tempted to strike at Dimone, but would probably be deterred by the
fear that i‘srael:{ retaliation would destroy him before international
Peace-keeping machinery could intervene to suppress the conflict.
The nobionelist leaders would doubtless try to work up a high

degree of international pressure to restrain Israel from
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
