Step 1       _______ 
Go to the Gelman Library website, http://www.gwu.edu/gelman.  
Under “Services” click on “Requesting Books from Libraries  

Nationally.” 

 
Step 2       _______ 
On the Interlibrary Loan page, enter your Gwid # (capital G) and  
last name, and log on. 

 
Step 3       _______ 

On the new page, under “Place 

Request”, choose one of the  
two options, book or article. The 

Request Form opens up. Fill in  
the required fields. Then click the

Step 4      __ 
You will see a transaction number on the screen. 

Now you can exit the system or place more requests.
