Statement of purpose: In an essay of 250 – 500 words, state your purpose in undertaking graduate study in your 

chosen field.  Include your academic objectives, research interests, and career plans.  Also 
discuss your related qualifications, including collegiate, professional, and community 
activities, and any other substantial accomplishments not already mentioned on the 
application. 

 
Additional requirements: Applicants must have a minimum of five years experience as a forensic investigator. 
 
International applicants only: Please review International Applicant Information carefully for details on required documents, 

earlier deadlines for applicants requiring an I-20 or DS-2019 from GW, and English language 
requirements.
