As part of your statement of purpose, describe 
your academic and research interests, career objectives, and how a degree from the Elliott 
School will enable you to achieve your goals.  Please be specific. 

 
Additional requirements: Applicants must: 

 Be currently enrolled in a graduate program at The George Washington University or 
another university; or 

 Already posses an advanced degree at or above the master’s level; or 
 Have a bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university and a minimum of 
eight years of professional work experience 

 
International applicants only: Please review International Applicant Information carefully for details on required 

documents, earlier deadlines for applicants requiring an I-20 or DS-2019 from GW, and 
English language requirements. 

 
 PLEASE NOTE that Elliott School programs require the following minimum English language 

test scores for admission:   
 Academic IETLS:  an overall band score of 7.0 with no individual band score below 6.0; 
or 

 TOEFL:  600 on paper-based, 250 on computer-based, or 100 on Internet-based
