Recommendations required: Three (3) letters of recommendations, preferably from professors; one should be from an 

individual who can evaluate your ability in the foreign language in which you plan to be 
tested.  Applicants who have been out of school for several years may send 
recommendations from supervisors or employers. 

 
Prior academic records: Transcripts required from all colleges and universities attended, whether or not credit was 

earned, the program was completed, or the credit appears as transfer credit on another 
transcript.  Transcripts must be forwarded in their original sealed envelopes. 

 
 If academic records are in a language other than English, a certified English language 

translation must be provided; translations alone will not be accepted. 
 
Statement of purpose: In an essay of approximately 500 words, state your purpose in undertaking graduate study 

at the Elliott School of International Affairs.  As part of your statement of purpose, describe 
your academic and research interests, career objectives, and how a degree from the Elliott 
School will enable you to achieve your goals.  Please be specific. 

 
Additional requirements: A resumé or curriculum vitae; four (4) semesters (or the equivalent) of a modern foreign 

language prior to admission; and two (2) semesters of introductory economics (one 
semester each of micro- and macroeconomics).  For additional information on language 
requirements, please visit:  www.gwu.edu/~elliott/academics/grad/proficiency.cfm.

test scores for admission:   
 Academic IETLS:  an overall band score of 7.0 with no individual band score below 6.5; 
or 

 TOEFL:  600 on paper-based, 250 on computer-based, or 100 on Internet-based
