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‘AGREEMENT OF 215T SEPTEMBER,
BETWEEN
JAPAN AND MALAYSIA

1967,

The Government of Japan and the Govermment
of Malaysia,

Recognising that a settlement of the
questions regarding the unhappy events in
Malaysia during the Second World War will
contribute to the furtherance of friendly
relations between Japan and Malaysia, and

Desiring to promote economic co-operation
between the two countries,

Have agreed as follows:-

ARTICLE I

1. Japan shall supply in grants to Malaysia
the products of Japan and the services of the
Japanese people, the total value of which
shall be two thousand nine hundred and forty

.million and three thousand yen (¥ 2,940,003,

0D0) equivalent at present to the value of
twenty five million Malaysian dollars (M$25,
000, 000),

2. The supply of such products and services
shall be made over a period of three years
from the date of the coming into force of
the present Agreement or such longer period
as may be subsequently agreed upon by the
two Governments,

3, The products and services referred to in
paragraphs 1 and 2 above shall be utilised for
the construction of twoe new ocean-going cargo
boats in the first instance, and for such
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other projects as may be agreed upon by the
two Governments,

4, The two Governments shall conclude all
necessary arrangements for the implementation
of the provisions of the present Article,

ARTICLE II

The Government
questions arising

of Malaysia agrees that all
out of the unhappy events
during the Second World War which may affect
the existing good relations between the two
countries are hereby fully and finally
settled,

ARTICLE II1I

The present Agreement shall come into
force upon the date of exchange of Notes
indicating its approval by each Government
in accordance with its constitutional proce-
dure,

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, being
duly authorised by their respective Govern-
ments, have signed the present Agreement,
