Just on a temporary basis. Yes, we'll withdraw them in a day.

But we were asked by the Egyptians to use American ground
personnel to bring about an end to the action.

They did ask you?
Yeah.

And I'm sending you a copy of our message to President Sadat
in which we inform him of that.

Alright. Henry, what about

Well, we are stopping it today. I promise you. I mean we have
made the most violent presentations to the Israelis,

We absolutely cannot tell but the Israelis swear that today the
Egyptians totally started it.

Well, Iknow.Itis very difficult to believe bothkides.

I'm just telling you what they tell us. Ihave no independent
information. You have received the first message we sent?

Yes.

The second one is on the way. Now the important thing is for
you and us to stay together having made this historic achievement.

Now this is the point.

We've got to stay together for the peace settlement. That is the
most important thing.

Well, you have seen my first message. We have told the Israelis
in the most violent terms that they have to stop it.

O.K. Then I will call you back when I decipher this message,
0.K. Well, I'll] not be available for about an hour.

Couldn't you wait and I maybe could right now, just a minute.
O.K.? I'll call you right back.
