As used in this Agreement, classified information is marked or unmarked classified
information; ineluding oral communications, that is ¢lassilied under the standards of Executive Order 12356, or under any other
Executjve order or statiie thay prohibits the unauthorized disclosure of inlormation in the imerest of nadonal security: and
unclassified informauion thau mees the standards for classification and is in 1the process of 2 classification determination as
provided in Sections 1.1 and 1.2(e) of Executive Order 12356, or under any other Execytive order or statuie tha reguires

rolection for such mformation in the interegt of national security. 7 undersiand and accepl thal by being granted access o
classified information, special confidence and trug shall be placed in me by the United States Government.

2. 1 hereby acknowledpe that | have received s security indoctrination concerning the nawre and proteston of classified
Jnformation, including the procedures 10 be fallowed in ascertaining whether other persons to whom I contermplate disclasing this
information have been approved for access w0 i1, and that I understand these procedures.

3. 1 have been advised that the unautherized diselasure, unawthorized retention, or neglipent handling of classified infarmation
by me could cause damage or irreparable injury to the United States or could be used 10 advantage by a foreign nation. I hereby
agree that I will never divulge classified information to anyone unless: (a} I have efficially verified thai the recipient has been
properly authorized by the United States Government 16 receive ity or (B) I have been given prior written notice of authorization
from the United States Government Depariment or Apency (hereinafier Deparment or Agency) responsible for the
classification ‘of the information or last pranuing me a gecurity clearance that such disciosure is-permitted. T undersiand thar if
I am uncertain about the classificaton statug of information, I am reguired to confirm {rom an awthorized olficial thar the
informarion is unclassified befare | may disclose it, exceps to a pergon as provided in (a) or (b)), above. { further understand that
1 am obligated 10 comply with laws and regulations that prohibit the unauthorized disclosure of classified information.

4. 1 have been advised that any breach of this Agreement may result in the termination of any security clearances | hald;
removal from any position of special confidence and wyst requiring such clearances; or the termination of my employment or
other relationships with the Deparuments or Agencies that granted my security clearance or clearances. In addition, I have beep
advised that any unauthorized diselogure of classified information by me may constitnte 2 violation, or violations, of United
Stajes criminal laws, including the provisions of Sections 641, 793, 794, 798, and *952, Tide 18, United States Code,
“the provisions of Section 783 (%), Tile 50, United States Codé, and the provisions of the Intelligence Identties Protection Act
of 1982. I recognize that nothing in this Agreement constitutes a waiver by the Unjted States of the right 1o prosecyte me for any
statutory violayon. ’

5. 1 hereby assign 1o the United States Government all royaliies, remunerations, and emoluments that have resulted, will resuly
or may result from any disclasure, publication, or revelation of classified information not consistent with the terms of this
Agragment. .

6. I understand that the Unjted States Government may seek any remedy available 10 it 1o enforce this Agreement including,
but not imited to, -application for a court order prohibiting disclosure of information in breach of this Agreement.

7. T undarstand that all classified information 1o which' I have access or may obtain 2ccess by signing this Apreement is now and
will rermain the praperty of, or under the control of the United States Government unless and until otherwise determined by ap
authorized official or final ruling of a court of taw. I agree that I shall return all elassified materials which have, or may come ino™
my possession or for which I am responsible because of such access: (a) upén demand by an authorized representative of the
United States Government; (b) upon the conclusion of my employment or other relationship with the Department or Ageney
thar last granted me 3 security clearance ar that provided me access to ¢lassified information; or (c) upon the conclusion of my
emplayment or other relationship that requires access 1o clastified information. I Y de not rerurn such materials upon requese,
I understand that this may be a viclaton of Section 793, Title 18, United States Code. @ United States criminal law.

8. Unless and untl I am released in writing by an authorized representative of the United States Government, I undersiand
that all conditions and obligations imposed ppon me by this Agreement apply during the time I am granted access 1o classified
information, and ar al] rimes thereafier.

9. -Each provision of this Agreement is severable. If a court shauld find any provision of this Agreement 10 be unenforceable,
all other provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effecy,

or linbilities ereated by Executive Order 12358, Section 7211 of Title §, United States Code {governing disclosures 1o Congress);
Section 1034 of Title 10, United Swutes Code, as amended by the Military Whistieblower Pratection Act (governing disclosure
ta Coripress by members of the military); Section 2202(b)(B) of Title S, Unied States Code, as amended by the Whistleblower
Protection  Act {governing disclosyres of illepality, waste, fraud, 2buse or public health or safety threais); the Intelligence
Identities Protection Aet of 1982 (30 U.8.C. 4271 e1 seq.) (poverning disclosures that could, expose confidential Government
apents), and the staties ‘which protect against diselosure thay may compromise the nationsl security, including Sections 641,
793,794, 798, and 952 ol Tide 18, United States Code, and Section 4(b) of the Subversive Activilies Act of 1950 (50 U.S.C.
