3. Sino-Soviet tensions hag reached g high poing in March over
Ussuri River incidents, Since then bropaganda had continued vitriolie,
but volume hag fluctuated at génerally lower levelg (we have used radio
monitoring ag basis for Judging volume).

talks on river navigation hadg bProduced signed brotocol. While that
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agreement was obviously only very amall part of total picture, 1% did
