WITH NOTHING STOLEN, THE DEATH OF A HEALTHY PUPPY WITH A NOTE
STATING THAT: TOO WOULD "DIE LIKE A DOG" UNLESS HE LEFT
THE COUNTRY, FOUR OTHER NOTES THREATENING PHYSICAL VIOLENCE,
OVERT 24 HOUR SURVEILLANCE, AND HUNDREDS OF CRANK TELEPHONE
CALLS ON HIS FOUR TELEPEONE LINES. USUALLY THE CALLERS DID
NOT SAY ANYTHING. SOMETIMES THEY THREATENED VIOLENCE,
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PARTICULARLY WHEN

ONE OF THEM ALLEGED THAT
MONTESINOS CONSIDERED _ A "PERSONAL ENEMY." - THIS FRIEND

5. (C) ON DECEMBER 28 AMBASSADOR MET WITHI| _ WHO REPEATED
THESE INCIDENTS OF SUSPECTED SIN PERSECUTION. HE THEN ADDED
THAT THE OVERT SURVEILLANCE AND CRANK PHONE CALLS HAD BEGUN TO
TAPER OFF IN DECEMBER AND THAT, FOR THE PAST WEEK THERE HAD
BEEN NOTHING AT ALL. WHEN HE CONTACTED
HE WAS TOLD THAT THE PERSECUTION HAD STOPPED BECAUSE HE WAS
NOW UNDER THE PROTECTION OF THE AMERICAN AMBASSADOR. (
WAS ALSO TOLD BY HIS CONTACTS AT WOLA AND INTER-AMERICAN
