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I. - SUMMARY

‘ The Embasay forwards herewith suggestions for
an extensive two~phase 1nfqnmgtiqn campaign in Iraq,
together with requests for Departimental servicihg
and for an increase in the present USIS general oporat-
ing expense sllotment of §2,150.00 to cover the

initial projects of the proposed program.
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IX. PROPOSED PROGRAM

During the past four months, the Embassy has been giving care-
ful consideration to the development of an effective, dynamic UsIs
program for Iraq. Thils began with a study of the target groups,
forwarded to.the Department 1n the Embassy's Despateh No. 974,
dated April 8, 1952, It was followed by the revision of the Country
Paper, sent to the Department in Despatch No. 995 of April 12, 1952,
The preparation of these studies has been accompanied by a critical
ovaluation of each phase of the present program and g study of the
pParticular obstacles to the furtherance of our paychological obJject-
ives in Iraq., The conclusion reached has been to move forward in a
two~phase program designed;:

A. To service the °Xpressed interest of the general bublic in
the Unlted States and to maintain the continuing interest
of those already oriented to America through travel and
educatlion in the United States,

B. To change the‘general brevalling public sttitude in Iraq

“ which is elther unaware of op apathetlic toward the dangers
of Soviet imperialism and, thersefore, is generally opposed
to measures of collective securlty with the West,

IIT. PHASE ONE

7o satisfy the existing demand for information material about
the United States, the Embassy proposes:

4. Arsbic Publicatlon: Publication of an elght-page, 7" x 10"
Arablce langlage Wweekly to be named AL~-URWA (rough transla-.
tion -« The Bond), Distribution would be in answer to
requests. which can be oxpected to reach 5000 within 8oeveral
months. As well ss being a useful medium for advancing
Amerlcan views, this publication will answer the heavy flow
of requests, now averaging 200 per week, for published
materlal about the United States. The publication will
emphaslize the interest of the United States in the develope
ment and prosperity of Iraq and will stress the mutuality
of interests between the two countries.

Iv. PHASE TWO

A. Basle theme for a single-purpose campal n: To make Iragis
aware of the dangers of Soviet imperialism and to change
oexlsting deep-seated concepts and attitudes opposing Iraqts
partlicipation in cooperative western defense calls for g
speclalized propaganda effort. This must be a campalgn
capable of evoking an emotional response from the Iraqi
People that will overpower their present antagonism and sus-
picion toward the West,

Such a campaign requires a single, decisive idea that can
resolve the crisis in people's minds ~- an idea that 1s
simple, emotlional, and moving -- an idea that, once under-
stood, will force people to go in the desired diréctilon,
Above all,® such an idea must appeal to Iragi self-interest,

Is there such a theme? There is -- the seame self~interest
that forced the United States into Korea; the same self.
intérest that formulated our policy of Soviet contalinment;
the same self-interest that quickened the desire for cole
lective securlty in Western Burope.. A realization of a
common, global foe can forge a common, global bond between
Iraq and the Western defense powers,

Can this realization be brought home SWiftly to Iraq? It
can ~- with g single picture. This Pleture is the visual

at this map or Burope and Asia, showing the new Communist
domain as one, vivid, contiguous land mass, will make an
unforgettable impression on any Iraqi who can read and write,
It will explain U.S. policies to him with a single look;

it will point to his own peril; it will demand the only
answer he can make —- collective security,

Presenting the theme: The map theme would be developed 1n‘
a wide sgeries or items ag follows:

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, C. ZThe Campaign: This material will be publicized as ‘

Newspaper advertising: Many newspapers are important
molders of opinion among some of the prime target
groups, such as lawysrs, students, government
officlals and technicians. Many of these, further,
do not run USIS releases of g political nature,
Advertising is the only method of reaching this
group. Properly done, advertising could sncourage
many of these psople to seelk knowledge of the United
States and its foreign policy for the first time,

The advertising campaizn will consist of two to three
insertions weekly in 13 newspapers and will bs changed
monthly to feature respectively either a pamphlet,

8 premlum, & map carrying the central theme, or some
similar item.

Radlo:s As there ig only one, government-ownsd

radioc sbation in Iraq, which accepts no advertising,
contact with the Iraql people through this medium
must initially be.restricted to VOA. It is ultimately
Planned to request VOA, in 1ts regular broadcasts

- to Iraq, to feature an opening and closing 30-second

spot announcement offering to send, in reaponse to
8 postcard gilving recipient's name and address, a
large detailed map of Furope, the Middle Bast, and
Asia which shows graphlcally the 10-year expansion
of Soviet Communism. Listeners will bs requested to
write to USIS, Baghdad, In addition to the Ifmmed-
iate benefits of securing rapid map distribution,
the expected large response ghould result in an
impressive testimonial to.VOA effectiveness., This
cannot bé Undertaken, however, untii tHe desired
maps have been produced. (Ses Enclosurs No, 1.)

Motion Pictures: A five-minute animated film pilec-
turing the expansion of Soviat Communism country by
country to accompany all USIS film showlngs. This
should be a general policy film explaining in
gimple language the over-all American policy of
Soviet containment and the necessglty for collective
security., Emphasis should be on the global aspect
of the threat so as not to give the sppearancs of
stressing the peril to Irag unduly. It is possible
that the f1lm might also be shown on a cormercial
basis in Iraql motion picture houses at a later
date.

Production oints, The rad color during the print run should
be watched closely to insure -that it does not fade to pink or becoms
muddy. It 1s intended Lhat the color be a "hot" red fop maximum
visual impact. It would be highly desirable if. this effect could be
achieved while, at the same time, allowing the original printing under-
neath the red to remain readabls, However, if it 1g necegsary to
sacrifice one- to gdin the other, the Embassy would prefer to lose the
readebllity and retain the full impact of the bright red mags,

Before going to press, the Embassy would appreciate the Depart-
ment's thorough checking of the exasct outline of the pred border and

duplication but only to transmit the general idea, Should, however,
the Department contemplate any fundamental change in the layout ag

of this map, which is its simplicity, If, however, the Department
wishes to experiment with the possibility or defining visually the
former boundarieg of the U.3.3.R. to delineate the captured terpi-
tories, the Embassy would be in full agreement, The proper art

facilities were not available in Baghdad for thig type of treatment

boundary with light pink aress on elther side which gradually darken
to the over-all red color.
